Amending the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175), entitled ‘‘An act providing
for and reorganizing the conduct of the executive and administrative work of
the Commonwealth by the Executive Department thereof and the administra-
tive departments, boards, commissions, and officers thereof, including the
boards of trustees of State Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing,
creating, reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization of certain administra-
tive departments, boards,.and commissions; defining the powers and duties of
the Governor and other executive and administrative officers, and of the
several administrative departments, boards, commissions, and officers; fixing
the salaries of the Governor, Lieutenant Governor,.and certain other executive
and administrative officers; providing for the appointment of certain adminmis-
trative officers, and of all deputies and other assistants and employes in certain
departments, boards, and commissions; and prescribing the manner in which
the number and compensation of the deputies and all other assistants and
employes of certain departments, boards and commissions shall be deter-
mined,”’ abolishing the Valiey Forge Park Commission, 1mposmg restrictions
on the Department of Transportation relating to auto emissions mspectlons
and making repeals

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows: '

Section 1. Section 436, act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175),
known as ‘“The Administrative Code of 1929,”’ is repealed.

Section 2. The act is amended by adding a section to read:

Section 2013. Prohibition on Expenditures for Emission Inspection
Program.—Neither the department nor any other department or agency
of the Executive Branch of State Government shall expend any public
funds for the establishment and administration of any system for the
periodic inspection of emissions or emission system of motor vehicles.

Section 3. Section 2806-A of the act is repealed.

Section 4. The following acts are repealed:

Act of May 30, 1893 (P.L.183, No.130), entitled ‘‘An act providing
for the acquisition by the State of certain ground at Valley Forge for a
public park, and making an appropriation therefor.”

Act of July 3, 1895 (P.L.508, N0.397), entitled ‘‘A supplement to an
act, entitled ‘An act providing for the acquisition by the State of certain
‘ground at Valley Forge for a public park, and making an appropriation
therefor,” approved the thirtieth day of May, one thousand eight
hundred and ninety-three, making an additional appropriation and
authorizing the commissioners to accept gifts of money or land, and to
permit the United States of America, or any of the States thereof, to
erect monuments or other memorials on the ground acquired or to be
acquired for said park.”’
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Act of March 30, 1911 (P.L.28, No.32), entitled ‘‘A supplement to an
act, entitled ‘An act providing for the acquisition by the State of certain
ground at Valley Forge for a public park, and making an appropriation
therefor,” approved the thirtieth day of May, Anno Domini one
thousand eight hundred and ninety-three; authorizing the Commis-
sioners of Valley Forge Park to accept and administer trust funds, and to
enter into agreements respecting highways, railways, railroads, and other
means of travel within the said park, and to regulate the travel and traffic
over the said roads and police the same.”’ .

Act of March 30, 1925 (P.L.95, No.66), entitled ‘‘An act authorizing
the Valley Forge Park Commission to make use of the moneys now in its
possession known as the ‘Wood Fund’.”’ '

Section 5. The repeals contained in this act shall be implemented
upon completion of the conveyance of lands and buildings-authosized-by
the act of July 30, 1975 (P.L.102, No.53), entitled ‘‘An act authorizing
the Department of Property and Supplies, with the approval of the
Governor and the Historical and Museum Commission, to transfer
Valley Forge State Park to the United States of America.”

Section 6. Sections 2 and 6 of this act shall take effect immediately.
The remainder of this act shall take effect in 60 days.

We certify that this bill, House Bill No. 456, Printer’s No. 1890,
having passed both Houses, vetoed by the Governor, was returned to the
House of Representatives where the House proceeded to reconsider and
again pass the bill by more than a two-thirds majority of the members
elected to the House, the objections of the Governor to the contrary
notwithstanding. Upon notification by the House of Representatives as
to their action the Senate proceeded to reconsider and again pass the bill
by more than a two-thirds majority of the members elected to the Senate,
the objections of the Governor to the contrary notwithstanding.
