The GeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Sections901 and 911 of Title 42, act of November25,
1970 (P.L.707,No.230), knownas the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStat-
utes,areamendedto read:

(b) Changein numberor boundaries.—Exceptasotherwiseprovided
therein,anystatuteamendingsubsection(a) so asto changethe number
or boundariesof thejudicial districtsof this Commonwealthshall take
effect 30 days afterthe entry of anorderof the SupremeCourt evidenc-
ing the adviceandconsentof the court to the amendmentpursuantto
section11 of ArticleV of theConstitutionof Pennsylvania.
§ 911. Courts of commonpleas.

(a) Generalrule.—Thereshall be onecourt of commonpleasfor
eachjudicial district of this Commonwealthconsistingof the following
numberof judges:

(b) Single county dlstricts.—In single county judicial districts the
court of common pleasof the district shall be known as the “Court of
Common Pleasof (the respective)County.”

(c) Multicounty districts.—In multicounty judicial districts thecourt
of common pleas of the district shall be known as the “Court of
Common Pleasof the (respective) JudicialDistrict.” There shall be a
separatebranch of the court in eachcounty comprising thejudicial dis-
trict.

Section 2. This act shall take effect 30 days after the advice and
consentof the Supreme Court of Pennsylvaniais given by order of the
court pursuant to section 11 of Article V of the Constitution of Pennsyl-
vania.
