Amendingthe actof May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,No.69), entitled “An actconcerning
townshipsof the secondclass; and amending,revising, consolidating,and
changingtheJawrelatingthereto,”providingfor public auction.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. ClauseII of section701 of theact of May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,
No.69), known as The Second Class Township Code, reenactedand
amendedJuly 10, 1947 (P.L.1481,No.567)andamendedSeptember28, 1978
(P.L.808,No.158),is amendedto read:

Section 701. Suits;Property.—Anytownshipof thesecondclassmay—

II. Purchase,acquireby gift, or otherwise,hold, lease,let andconvey,
by saleor lease,suchrealandpersonalpropertyas shallbedeemedto be to
the bestinterestof the township:Provided,Thatno realestateownedby the
township shall be sold for a considerationin excessof fifteen hundred
dollars, exceptto the highestbidder after duenoticeby advertisementfor
bidsin onenewspaperof generalcirculationin thetownship.Suchadvertise-
mentshall bepublishedoncenot less thantendaysprior to thedatefixed-for
the openingof bids, andsuchdate for opening bids shall beannouncedin
such advertisement.The acceptanceof bids shall be madeonly by public
announcementat a regular or specialmeeting of the boardof township
supervisors.All bidsshall be acceptedon theconditionthat paymentof the
purchasepricein full shall be madewithin sixty daysof the acceptanceof
bids.

Exceptas otherwisehereinafterprovidedin the caseof personalproperty
of anestimatedsalevalueof less thantwo hundreddollars,no townshipper-
sonal property shall be disposedof, by sale or otherwise, except upon
approvalof the boardof townshipsupervisors,by ordinanceor resolution.
In caseswherethe boardof townshipsupervisorsshallapprovea saleof such
property,it shallestimatethe salevalueof theentirelot to bedisposedof. If
the boardof townshipsupervisorsshall estimatethe sale valueto be two
hundreddollarsor more,theentirelot shallbeadvertisedfor saleonce,in at
leastonenewspaperof generalcirculationin the township,not less thanten
daysprior to the date fixed for the opening of bids or public auction, and
suchdateof openingof bids orpublic auction shall be announcedin such
advertisement,and saleof the propertyso advertisedshall be madeto the
best responsiblebidder. The board of township supervisorsshall have
authority, by resolution,to adopta procedurefor the saleof surplusper-
sonal propertyof an estimatedsalevalueof less thantwo hundreddollars
andtheapprovalof the boardof townshipsupervisorsshall notberequired
for anyindividual salethatshallbemadeinconformitytosuchprocedure.
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Theprovisionsof this clauseshallnotbemandatorywheretownsh4~,prop-
ertyis tobetradedin or exchangedfornewtownshipproperty.

The provisionsof this clauseshall not prohibit the sale or exchangeof
townshippropertyto publicutilities. S -

The provisionsof this clauserequiringadvertisingfor bidsandsaleto the
highestbiddershall notapplywheretownshiprealor personalpropertyis to
be sold to a county, city, borough,town, township, institution district,
schooldistrict, or municipalauthoritypursuantto. theMunicipality Authori-
ties Act of 1945,or to.anonprofitcorporationengagedin communityindus-
trial developmentor wherereal propertyis to be sold to a personfor his
exclusiveusein anindustrialdevelopmentprogramor whererealpropertyis
to be sold to a nonprofit corporationorganizedas a public library for its
exclusiveuseasa library, or whererealpropertyis to besold to a nonprofit
medical servicecorporationas authorizedby clauseLXXI of section702 or
where real property-is to be sold to a nonprofit housingcorporationas
authorizedby clauseLXXII of section702. Whenrealpropertyis to besold
to a nonprofit corporationorganizedasa public library for its exclusiveuse
as a library or to a nonprofitmedicalservicecorporationor to a nonprofit
housingcorporationthe boardof township supervisorsmay electto accept
suchnominalconsiderationfor suchsaleasit shall deemappropriate.Real
propertysoldpursuantto this clauseto a nonprofitmedicalservicecorpora-
tion or to a nonprofit housingcorporationshallbe subjectto thecondition
that whenthe propertyis not usedfor the purposesof the corporationthe
propertyshallreverttothetownship. -

Any officer who sellsandeachofficer who votes in favor of sellingany
townshipproperty, eitherreal or personal,without the provisionsof this
sectionhaving been complied with, shall be subject to surchargein the
amountof anylosssustainedby thetownshipby reasonof such:sale.

Section2. This actshalltakeeffect-in 60days.
