Section1. Shorttitle.
This act shall be known andmaybe cited as the Freedomto Breastfeed

Act.
Section2. Declarationof policy.

TheGeneralAssemblyfmds that breastfeedinga baby is animportantand
basicact of nurturingthat mustbe protectedin the interestsof maternaland
child healthandfamily values.
Section3. Generalrule.

A mothershallbe permittedto breastfeedherchild in anylocation,public
or private,wherethemotherandchild areotherwiseauthorizedto bepresent,
irrespective of whether or not the mother’s breast is covered during or
incidentalto thebreastfeedmg.
Section4. Freedomto breastfeed.

Theactof breastfeedingshallnotbeconsidered:
(1) Indecentexposureas defined in 18 Pa.C.S.§ 3127 (relating to

indecentexposure).
(2) Openlewdnessas defmedin 18 Pa.C.S.§ 5901 (relatingto open

lewdness).
(3) Obscenityor sexual conductas defmedin 18 Pa.C.S. § 5903

(relatingto obsceneandothersexualmaterialsandperformances).
(4) A nuisanceas defined in 18 Pa.C.S.§ 6504 (relating to public

nuisances).
Section 10. Effective date.
