[THE LAW ABOUT SUMMONING OF JURIES.

That duepreparationmaybe madefor dispatchof justice:
[SectionI.] Be it enactedby theProprietaryandGovernor,by

andwith theadviceandconsentof the freemenof this Province
andTerritoriesin GeneralAssemblymet, andby the authority
of thesame,Thatthe sheriff Of every countyshall (ten daysbe-
fore the sitting of the ordinary courts of justice) summona
sufficientnumber of freemento attendthe saidcourt, for the
serviceof the said county; andupon the neglectof his duty
herein, to be liable to paydoubledamagesto theparty or par-
ties grieved.]

PassedNovember27, 1700; allowed to becomea law by lapseof time,
In accordancewith the proprietary charter, having beenconsidered
by the Queenin Council, February 7, 1705-6, and not acted upon.
