CHAPTER MOIOVI.

AN ACT EMPOWERINGCERTAIN TRUSTEESHEREIN NAMED TO SELL
AND DISPOSEOF TWO CERTAIN TRACTS OR PARCELSOF GLEBE
LAND AND PREMISESSITUATE IN THETOWNSHIP OF SALISBURY, IN
THE COUNTY OF LANCASTER, AND TO SECURE THE ANNUAL IN-.

TEREST ARISING PROM THE SALE THEREOFTOWARDS THE MAIN-
TENANCE AND SUPPORTOF THE MINIS~PERFOR THE TIME BEING
OF THE PROTESTANTEPISCOPALCHURCH OF ST. JOHNON PEQUEA.

• (Section1. P.L.) Whereasthe church wardens,vestry and
membersof the congregationof the Protestant Episcopal
Churchof St. Johnon Pequcaby their petition havehumbly
shown to the generalassemblyof this statethat by sundry
mesneconveyaffcesThomasEdwards,Edward Berwick, John
Cowanand ThomasDawsonand their heirs now areor lately
were seizedof a tract or parcelof landand premisesin Safls-
bury township in Lancastercountycontainingfifty acresand
theusual allowancein trust for the supportandmaintenance
of a ministerof theProtestantEpiscopal.Churchaforesaid,and
that by sundryothermesneconveyancesthe said JohnCowan
andWilliam Darlingtonandtheir heirsnow areor lately were
seizedof one other tract or parcelof landand premisesin the
saidtownshipof Salisburycontati~iingfifty acresandtheusual
allowancein trust to thesameuseasthetract first abovemen-
tioned andthat it would bean advantageto the congregation
of the said church of St. Johnto sell the said two tractsof
landandputthemoneysarisingtherefromatinterestupongood
security,thesaidchurchwardens,vestryandcongregationhave
humbly prayedthe aid of the legislatureto obtain their pur-
pose:

[SectionI.] (SectionIL P.L.) Be it thereforeenacted,and
it is herebyenactedby theRepresentativesof the Freemenof
theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet
and by the authority of the same,That it shall and may be
lawful to and for SamuelAtlee, Esquire, James Clemson,
ThomasDouglass,andJohn Andersonor any threeof them
and the survivors or survivor of them to ~ell and disposeof

the saidtwo tractsor parcelsof laudwith their severalrights,
privilegesandappurtenancesas soonas the samemaybecon-
venientlydoneeitherby privateor public salefor thebestand
highestpricethat canbegottenfor the sameandto give assur-
ancesand conveyancesvalid in [the] law to the purchaser
or purchasersand his or their heirs andassignsforeverand
the moneysarising therefromto placeat interestupon mort-
‘gageor other sufficient securitypaying or causingto be paid
the interestannually to the protestantepiscopalminister for
the time being of the said churchof St. John on Pequeaand
upon thedeathof the said trusteesor their successorsin such
caseto be appointedby the churchwardensandvestryof the
said ProtestantEpiscopal Church of St. Johnon Pequea,or
either of theni the executorsor administrator~sof the said
trusteesor their successorsif in their handsshall assignand
transferall bonds, specialties,mortgagesand othersecurities
takenin trust a~aforesaidto suchpersonandpersonsasthe
said churchwardensandvestry shall appoint to succeedthe
trusteeor ‘trusteesso deceased.

[SectionII.] (SectionIII. P.L.) And be it further enacted
by the authorityaforesaid,That the saidSamuelAtlee, ~rames
Clemson,Thomas Douglassand John Anderson or the sur-
vivorsof themandtheir successorsor thesurvivorsof themare
herebyempoweredto give dischargesandacquittancesfor such
rents, sum and sumsof money asmay be,due and owing by
the holdersandoccupiersof the said two tractsof land with
their appurtenancesandto commencesuitsatlaw in their own
namesfor the recoveryof the saidrentsfor thepurposesafore-
said,in which suitssuchproceedingsshall andmaybehadas
if the legal title of the premiseshadbeenvestedin the said
Samuel Atlee, JamesOlemson, ThomasDouglassand John
Anderson.
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
